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Working with the leading image ( to be centered above paragraph text)  

 

 
 
 

Placement of spaces and punctuation are  
significant to the accuracy of the display.  

The mark-up code shown at the left is often created  
by the settings a user applied when using the 
toolbar buttons available to the Full Text field . Refer 
to the color -coded explanations of the ĉparagraphĊ 
placeholders. 

The text you see highlighted in yellow must be 
entered by the user. Letćs unpack the code: 

To identify the location* of the file, the filećs name 
and the sizing version you wish to apply, the ĉimage 
sourceĊ code is used…

 When you click the ĉUpdateĊ button, you will return to the Full Text field. Click the image to display corner and 
side image markers. Once selected, you can easily format the position ( i.e., center alignment)  and placement .  

 
You might notice some additional code  if you were to re-open the HTML Source Editor: 

...additional formatting script was added when you selected the image and clicked the "align center" 
icon from the toolbar of the Full Text field  

 

 
Working with the other images ( to appear  horizontally below paragraph text)  

 

 
The highlighted illustration above unpacks the first image of the three; you'll simply  

replicate the process for each additional image you wish to embed in this way.  

Three techniques will control  images when 
you've selected more than one and hope to 
display them across the width of the pa ge.  
 
For best results: 
1) Resize images to a similar height and width 

(images in example = 800 px width each) 
before  uploading to myeFolio  

2) Use the paragraph style of "center" to treat 
content alignment as if objects were text  

3) Override the image width using p ercentage 
factors to promote ĉfitĊ to available space 

Á Source ( img src ) is the location, name 
and size version of the selected image  

Á Description ( alt ) complies with ADA  
Á Sizing adjustment ( width  by % ) varies by 

space and images displayed horizontally

To Post a Map or Location Image to a Page  

 In this  project you  will use the source code for a Google Map to create HTML content.  
                       Click to display the Embedded Map Prototype  online . 
 
A probable scenario might  be to share a travel destination, your place of employment or education, perhaps 
International study locati ons or your country  of origin. Endless possibilities might fit with  your content.  

 Things you can share:  
¶ A place, business, or address 
¶ A ĉdirectionsĊ search 
¶ A Street View image 

Things you can't share:  
¶ A map with your saved locations, which are private  
¶ A map with a distance measurement  
¶ A screenshot or image of the map itself

1. Open Google Maps 
URL = https://www.google.com/maps   

2. Be certain that  the map, Street View image, or 
directions you'd like to share displays. 

3. When you're ready to share, click the Menu . 

4. Select the ĉShare or embed mapĊ option.  

5. Use the ĉEmbed mapĊ option. 
 
 
 

 6. Select the map size you wish to use such as 
ĉMediumĊ (shown in the illustration  at left ).  

7. Highlight the line of ĉiframeĊ script, and copy it 
(CTRL+C) so it is in clipboard memory.  

 
 
You are now ready to move to the preparation of an 
HTML object in myeFolio so it can be posted directly 
to a page as visual content. 
 
 
 

 8. After logging in to your eFolio account, select HTML from New Content  > Web Content  (left panel) to create content 
using the ĉiframeĊ script you obtained in step 7.  When the HTML content form is open, continue to the next step.  

 

 

9. Add a Title of your choice.  
 

10. Paste the clipboard copy of the ĉiframeĊ script 
to the ĉEmbedded HTMLĊ field. 
 
You can add other content before or  following 
the script  if you wish. Be careful not to revise 
the copy you obtained from the map as it is 
ready ĉas isĊ and may not work if changed.   
 
Our illustration is continuing the example 
from earlier steps.  
 

11. Finally, Save the form to create your item.

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 12. Locate the HTML item in ĉMy ContentĊ and position it on the page of your site. 

 

 

13. Add it to the center ĉpage bodyĊ or either 
sidebar column.  
 

14. Preview your page to see if it displays as you 
planned.   
 

15. The image below shows the map posted to a 
site page in the center (page body) column . 

 

 

 The only limit when working with visual content  is your personal imagination!   
 

Images will not replace words in our lifetime (just look at the amount of text we continue to produce) but, used 
in balance, images can help to clarify concepts and bring words to life in more meaningful ways.

Summary  

As youćve now experienced, the HTML Source Editor  is available when populating either  the Brief or Full Text 
fields within most content forms (i.e., Activity, Affiliation, Artifact, Courses, Employment).  
 
By using the <img> tag, you can embed any image that is available to the Internet. Applying the location address 
of the file ensures that i t will display accurately where you want it to appear.  
 
The HTML content form  is best used when the code is generated for sharing by another app . Simply copy it and 
paste it to the form ćs Embedded HTML field  to create content that can be posted to  your site page.
